Course Description 
This course is designed to provide an overview of Visual Arts with an emphasis on developing observation and drawing skills. With an emphasis on studio production, this course is designed to develop higher-level thinking, art-related technology skills, art criticism, art history, and aesthetics.

 Course Objectives 
1. Develop and refine media technique and processes
2. Create meaningful artworks using the elements and principles of art
3. Find meaning through analyzing, criticizing, and evaluating drawings.

Grading 
Tests/Projects          40%
· Up to four tests each six weeks 
· Projects will also count 40% 
· Project work will be based on both the finished product and the effort expended by the student. I will not penalize well-executed but unsuccessful efforts, but neither will I encourage minimum efforts. 
Classwork               60%
· Daily grades-portions of the projects will be evaluated for daily grades (for example:  completed and correct grid, etc.). 
· Studio Experiences Daily Grade-some weeks you will receive a weekly aggregate grade, up to a possible 100. Classes are short. You are expected to work from "bell to bell" each day. There is no "down" time in art class. 
· To maintain your "A," you must have a project to grade. "Doodling" or continually "working on your idea," will not obtain you a daily, studio experiences, or project grade. 
 Plagiarism All work will be original. No "copy art." Students will be expected to compose and take their own photo references (using their own or the instructor's camera) or work from observation. 

Supply Requirements:
     1. Notebook-style of your choice (hard or soft cover). Bring your notebook to class each day.
     2. Shipping Tube (that fits in your locker) or portfolio for work.  You are responsible for keeping up with your artwork. Keep your art with you or in your locker until class. Do not leave it in the art room where one-hundred and fifty other students can damage it.
